What About Publication Metrics?

e Most commonly used:

VTC

Citation count/analysis: the quality of an article is assessed by the number of times other
authors cite it; total citation count = number of times the work of a given author has been
cited.

Journal Impact factor: frequency in which the average article in a given journal is cited in a
given period (usually two years; adjusted annually).

H-index: the number of publications for which a given author has been cited by other
authors at least that same number of times (.e., Hl of 17 = person has published 17 papers
that have each been cited at least 17 times).

I-10 index: the number of publications with at least 10 citations

e Pay attention to “readability” — spacing,
consistent use of traditional fonts and
punctuation, include page numbers, avoid over-
